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Arrangements for the Day 

 

• We shall be leaving promptly at 9:10am, after registration, so please can you 

ensure your child is here at 9:00am. We will return to school by 3pm 

• All children will need a packed lunch including a drink/s – no glass bottles or fizzy 

drinks please.  We would recommend sending a drink in your child’s water bottle. 

If possible, please put in a small backpack, as the children will need to carry it.  

Although infant children are eligible for free school lunches every day, it would 

be very helpful if you could provide a packed lunch for this day.  If this is likely 

to cause a problem, please contact the school office as soon as possible.  

• Children can wear non-uniform.  

o Long trousers or leggings must be worn (not shorts, even in hot weather).
