Teachers ahd Teaching Assistants

TReading

We aim to change your child’s reading books once a week. The children will be given one reading book and
one library book — for ‘reading for pleasure’. Please share these books with your Child as often as you Cah
and record this in the reading record book. e have a guided reading [esson four times a week when the
Children will be doing Class and group reading and reading activities. This is the time when the teachers will
be hearing your child read and assessing their progress. Any time you spend sharing books has a big impact
Oh your child’s progress. Please also spend some time pracCtising the sounds and words to read if You have a
card in your child’s book bag. We also run two reading incentive schemes — ohe where the children get a
raffle ticket if they read 5 times a week when this is recorded by you in their reading record books. When
the raffle in drawn the children win a book and time with Mrs Pass to enjoy a hot Chocolate and a biscuit.
We also encourage the children to read the books on our 50 books to read list Which also earns small prizes.
Please hand this in regularly SO we Cah keep up to date with how manhy books the children have read.

Spelling

The children Will have a spelling book ih their book bags with words to learh each week. There is guidance in
the front of the book. e will be collecting these in oh 3 Thursday and they will be given out with hew
words to [earh for the hext week oh g Friday.

Handwriting

During Year 1 the children will begin to learh how to join letters in a cursive style. e Will be writing words
in the spelling books using this style but the children do not need to Write using joins straight away. We
want them to become familiar with how the style [0OKs ahd begin to use it when they have learnht the Correct
formation and when they feel ready to do so. They Can still print their words when writing their spellings. A
sheet Will be put into the reading folder with the Correct formation £or each letter. The Year 2 children will
be continhuing to learh how to join their letters anhd thinking about the size of letters and placement onh the
line.

Phonics

In preparation for the statutory PhoniCs SCreening which takes place in June, the Year 1 Children will be
expected to confidently recognise the ¢o+ graphemes (writtenh sounds). They Will be continuing to learh how
t0 use these graphemes to blend (For reading) ahd segment (For spelling).

Maths

Please continue to encourage your child to pracCtise counting ahd writing their humbers 0-100. Children are
assessed termly in maths using a mixture of formal and informal ‘quizzes’. Please remember t0 access Doodle
maths which gives the children ah opportunity to practise their maths at home.

Early morhing activities

The children complete early morhing activities every day. We try and encourage your child to be as
independent as possible in sChool; it would be helpful if you could also be mihdful of this, especCially at drop
OfF.

P.E

We will be having PE on Tuesdays and TWednesdays. Please Cah your Child come to sChool wearing weather
appropriate PE Kit. Please make sure all items of clothing are Clearly labelled with your child’s hame.
